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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were 1) to find the efficiency of the
reading comprehension activities according to standard criterion 70/70. 2) to find
Effectiveness Index (E.I) by using CIRC cooperative learning technique. 3) to compare
the students’ achievement in English reading comprehension by using CIRC
cooperative learning technique 4) to compare the students’ achievement in English
vocabulary recognition by using CIRC cooperative learning technique. The samples
used in this research were 38 students from Matthayomsuksa 6, of Phadungnaree
Maha Sarakham province. They were selected by using cluster random sampling. The
instruments used in this research were six lesson plans, English reading
comprehension achievement test and English vocabulary recognition achievement

The data were analyzed by using percentage, mean, standard deviation and t-test.

The results of this research revealed that:

1. The cooperative learning activities using CIRC technique had the
efficiency value of 71.05/75.83 which was higher than the 70/70 standard criterion. 2.
Effectiveness Index (E.I) by using CIRC cooperative learning technique was 0.5611 3.
The achievement of English reading comprehension after using the cooperative

learning activities using CIRC techniques showed that the post-learning test was



significantly higher than pre-learning with a significant difference at the .05 levels.
And 4. The achievement of English reading comprehension after using the
cooperative learning activities using CIRC techniques showed that the post-learning
test was significantly higher than pre-learning with a significant difference at the .05

levels.

Pizza

The managers mentioned that thick crust pizzas are
healthier than thin crust ones. They’re more filling,

have more base and less toppings are eaten.

Potato Skins

The potato is an excellent source of starch and, if
eaten with the skin, is

a good source of fiber. According to the manager, fatty

baked potato fillings like cheese or sour cream should

especially whole wheat is healthy. It is worth nothing
that a lot of the fat can come from either butter or
mayonnaise. Flavor can be improved with lemon juice

or black pepper instead.
