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ABSTRACT

This research is action research aimed at developing the English reading
comprehension ability of eight grade students by KWL-Plus to achieve a pass rate
70% of total scores. The target group were 36 students who studying in Mathayom
2/6 student of the academic year 2023, Amnat Charoen School. Data collection tools
included assessment plans using KWL-Plus 3 plans, 3 hours in total hours and test of
English reading comprehension ability, multiple choice, 3 practice cycles, 20
questions per cycle. Reflective tools for assessing the research outcomes included
student behavior observation form and interview form. Statistics were used for the
data analysis consisted of percentage, mean, and standard deviation scores. The
study outcomes showed that Students had an average score of 15.09 points out of
20 points, accounting for 75.46% of the full score and there were 29 students who
passed the criteria out of 32 students, accounting for 90 percent of all students. Its
average score is higher than the standard. Most students have improved their English
reading comprehension ability, can answer their reading questions‘and summarize

the main idea from the story.

The Gift of the Magi is a short story about a young married couple
named Jim and Della Dillingham. The couple is short of cash. They have
two items that they regard as treasures. Jim wears a gold watch that was
handed down to him by his father and grandfather. Della has long.
lustrous hair that reaches almost to her knees.

In the case of Jim, his precious watch might even have made king
Solomon envious, while Della's long and beautiful hair might have made
the Queen of Sheba jealous. Della discovers herself with a meagre one
dollar and eighty-seven cents on Christmas Eve, which she intends to
spend on a present for Jim. She wants to get Jim a chain for his gold
watch, but none of them is within her budget. Della rushes home, pulling
down her lovely long hair and admiring it in the mirror

She then gets an idea and cuts off her hair to sell for $20, just enough to
purchase the platinum chain for the gold watch. When Jim returns. Della
admits that she sold her hair to pay for his present. Jim pulls a package
from his overcoat pocket and hands it to Della. Della discovers a pair of
expensive decorative hair combs that she had long admired inside the
packet. She gives Jim his Christmas gift, a watch chain, while hiding her
tears. Jim shrugs, slumps onto the sofa, and places his hands behind his
head. He admits to Della that he sold his watch to purchase her combs.

The Gift of Magi concludes by comparing Jim and Della’s gifts to the
gifts given to the Baby Jesus by the Magi in the biblical story of Christmas.
According to the narrator, Jim and Delld’s gifts are far wiser than the
Magi's (the three wise men that offered baby Jesus gifts) because they
are gifts of love and self-sacrifice. They understand the value of self-giving
love. The story teaches the lesson of what constitutes the true spirit of

OR CHICKEN, CHILIES AND FISH SAUCE. BOILED RIGE IS A POPULAR BREAKFAST DISH. STICKY RICE IS SERVED
WITH DISHES OF NORTHEASTERN INFLUENCE, SUCH AS GRILLED CHICKEN AND SPICY PAPAYA SALAD.

WHAT IS KNOWN AS THAL FOOD TODAY IS IN FACT A COMBINATION OF INDIGENOUS FOODS AND THE
INFLUENCES OF INDIAN AND CHINESE CULINARY TRADITIONS. IN THE 15TH CENTURY, KHMER COOKS INTRODUCED
INDIAN FOOD SUCH AS CURRIES TO AYUTTAYA'S COURT. EARLIER CONTACT WITH WESTERN CULTURES IN THE
13TH CENTURY LEFT A CULINARY LEGACY IN KANOM THONG YIP, A THAL DESSERT MODIFIED FROM A FRENCH OR
PORTUGUESE DISH. CHILIES WERE INTRODUGED BY THE PORTUGUESE IN THE 16TH CENTURY. THE CHINESE
INTRODUCED SEVERAL TYPES OF NOODLES. TODAY THERE IS NO ‘PURE CULTURE’, ALL ARE HYBRIDITY OF
CULTURAL FORMS.

MANY HERBS AND SPICES ARE USED IN THAL FOOD. MOREOVER, THAL FOOD IS A BALANGE OF FIVE FLAVORS:
SOUR, SWEET, SALTY, BITTER, AND SPICY. FOR EXAMPLE, A SPICY PAPAYA SALAD CALLED SOM TAM HAS A BLEND
OF THESE TANTALIZING TASTES. ANOTHER EXAMPLE IS TOM YUM GUNG. THIS THAL MASTERPIECE SOUP IS
TEEMING WITH SHRIMP, MUSHROOMS, TOMATOES, LEMONGRASS, GALANGAL AND KAFFIR LIME LEAVES. IT UNIFIES
A HOST OF FAVORITE THAL TASTES: SOUR, SALTY, SPICY AND SWEET, ALL IN ONE BOWL. THIS SOUP IS WORLD
FAMOUS.

THAL FOOD BECAME INTERNATIONALLY FAMOUS WHEN A LARGE NUMBER OF FOREIGNERS CAME TO THAILAND
DURING THE VIETNAM WAR AND WERE FIRST EXPOSED TO THAL FOOD AND CULTURE. SMALL THAT RESTAURANTS
BEGAN OPENING UP IN LONDON, CHICAGO, NEW YORK AND LOS ANGELES TO ACCOMMODATE THE LOCAL THAT
IMMIGRANTS THAT NEEDED THEIR DAILY DOSE OF HEAVENLY THAL FOOD. AFTER THAT, THAL FOOD RESTAURANT
INDUSTRY EXPLODED OVER A VERY SHORT PERIOD OF TIME.

THAL FOOD IN LONDON IS MORE EXPENSIVE THAN THAL FOOD IN BANGKOK. THAL FOOD IN FOREIGN
COUNTRIES IS ADAPTED, DEPEND ON WHO COOKS IT, FOR WHOM IT IS COOKED. THE AUTHENTIC THAL FOOD MAY
NOT SUITABLE FOR FOREIGNERS. MOREOVER, SOME INGREDIENTS ARE NOT AVAILABLE IN SOME COUNTRIES. THEY
ARE REPLACED WITH SOME LOCAL INGREDIENTS SO THE RECIPE AND TASTE ARE DIFFERENT FROM THE ORIGINAL
